The Olympic Games were hosted by Rio de Janeiro, where Japan
won 41 medals, the largest number in its Olympic history. Toyo
University contributed to two medalists among them. In the
entertainment field, the mobile game Pokémon Go and the movie
Your Name. were big hits. Among major political events was
President Barack Obama’s visit to Hiroshima, which was the first
time for a standing U.S. president to visit a city that was attacked
by an atomic weapon. That year, many other historic events
occurred, including the election of Tokyo’s first female governor
and the first House of Councilors election after the minimum voting
age was lowered to 18 years. Many Toyo University students were
among the first Japanese teens to vote.

Some
problems, including cyberterrorism and the North Korean nuclear
issues, became severer, marking the beginning of an era of new
international tension. Meanwhile, some talented young people
attracted public attention that year. Shogi player Sota Fujii, at age
14, broke a record by winning 29 consecutive official games after
his debut, while sprinter Yoshihide Kiryu, our alumnus, was the first
Japanese athlete to break the 10-second barrier in the 100 meters,
setting the then national record of 9.98. The Japanese national
football team qualified to compete in the sixth consecutive World
Cup.

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That year, Japan experienced many natural disasters, including
successive record-breaking heavy downpours in the western part
of the country, huge typhoons in the Shikoku and Kinki regions, and
the Hokkaido Eastern Iburi Earthquake, which reached a maximum
seismic intensity of 7. These natural disasters affected many areas
in Japan so severely that the kanji character “££” (meaning disaster)
was selected as the kanji of the Year®. Throughout Japan, people
felt sadness about the retirement of iconic singer Namie Amuro,
which symbolized the end of the Heisei era, while Osaka became
a focus of public attention when it was selected to host the 2025
Expo. In international politics, the first-ever U.S.-North Korea
summit was launched, showing signs of a new era.
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With the accession of the new Emperor to the throne, Japan’s era
name changed to Reiwa on May 1. Amid heightened expectations
for the new era, the excellent performances of many athletes
excited the public. Golfer Hinako Shibuno won the Women'’s British
Open, while Japan’s national rugby union team advanced to the
knockout stage of the Rugby World Cup hosted by Japan, igniting
the nation’s enthusiasm about the rugby matches. Meanwhile,
natural disasters raged again, including typhoons that severely
affected eastern Japan. The consumption tax rate increases to 10% in
October drastically accelerated a shift to cashless payments in Japan.
In December, the new National Stadium was completed, raising
public expectations for the upcoming Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games.
