@ What is harassment?

Harassment is the unwelcome behavior that causes feelings of emotional distress
to other people in school or the workplace and actions that adversely affect

the other person's study or work environment by causing the person to feel a sense
of discomfort or disadvantage.

@ Sexual harassment

Sexual harassment means sexual behavior that makes feelings of emotional distress
to other people in school or the workplace and actions that adversely affect

the other person's study or work environment by causing the person to feel a sense
of discomfort or disadvantage.

@ Academic harassment

Academic harassment means behavior which makes use of a power r
education or research to cause discomfort to other people and viola

rights or interests in relation to work or study.

@.} Power harassment

Power harassment means behavior that abuses an advantage0
discomfort to other people and violates the person's rights or i
to work or study.This includes not only what is done from the s
subordinates, but also what is done to superiors from subordinat

(expertise, experience, etc.) as a backdrop.

@ Important note

LGBT is a generic term for sexual minorities (lesbian, gay, bisexual

and transgender). Recently, it is called LGBTQ with the addition
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of Q (Queer and Questioning),which means people who are sexual mmorltles
but who are not LGBT or those who are not clearly identified as having

a sexual identity.

Maternity Harassment refers to harassment or disadvantageous treatment
due to pregnancy, childbirth and child care leave. Harassment against men to try to
get the child care leave (Paternity Harassment) is also adapted to be problematic.

How to prevent
harassment

@ Respect each individual's
personality.

@ Pay attention to what
others feel regarding your
words and actions,
and have good manners/
etiquette at all times.

@ If you find that a person
feels uncomfortable,
stop your actionimmediately
and apologize right away.

If you witness
someone being
harassed

@ Do not ignore the harassment.

@ Encourage the target of the
harassment to consult
a counselor.

@ Respect the will of the victim,

please handle personal
information carefully which
may come to your knowledge
from your acquaintance.

@ Do not stay quiet, say NO
to the assailant.

@ You do not have to blame
yourself, youcan tell friends
or counselors.

@ Make a record of the dates,
times, locations, and what
happened.
