The team was composed mainly of senior students, among
whom four fourth-year students had brilliant runs, which is
expected to benefit the Toyo team later. In the first leg,
Sota Watanabe took sixth place, from which the team fell to
11th place in the second leg. However, Akira Aizawa in the third
leg ran at a rapid pace from the initial part of the leg and took
first place with the fastest run in the leg. Shunsuke Imanishi
in the fourth leg also maintained the team’s first place. Although
the team dropped to fifth place in the fifth and sixth legs,
Shun Sadakata in the seventh leg led the team to third place.
In a close race, the anchor crossed the finish line in fifth place.
The Toyo team put up a good fight in a very close race, where
the top five teams crossed the finish line separated by only
around 2.5 minutes. The result has aroused high expectations
for the Toyo team’s performance in the 96th Hakone Ekiden.

The women’s Toyo team competed in the All Japan University
Women’s Ekiden, held in Sendai City, for the seventh consecutive
year. Erika Tanoura in the first leg was among the leading runners,
enabling the team to make a promising start by taking fourth
place. Since some sections of the course were changed this
year, and the second leg was shortened to 3.9 km and became
the shortest leg, the participating teams frequently changed
their places from the legs in the first half of the race. Although
the Toyo team fought a hard fight in the intermediate legs and
fell to 11th place temporarily Mimiri Wada in the fifth and
longest leg had the sixth fastest run among the ace runners of
the competitors. The Toyo team eventually crossed the finish
line in 11th place and failed to qualify to be seeded for next year’s
race for the first time in three years. The team will also compete
in the 2019 University Women’s Team Invitational Ekiden to be
held on December 30.
