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The year 2019 marks the centenary of the death of Toyo University founder Enryo Inoue. Dr. Enryo Inoue devoted his life to research and
education in the field of philosophy during the Meiji and Taisho eras, a period in which Japan experienced unprecedented and rapid change. The
University to this day has handed down the legacy of Dr. Inoue in the form of its own founding spirit: “The Basis of All Learning Lies in
Philosophy.” Dr. Inoue was at once a world traveler in search of new knowledge, a social educator who went all over Japan sharing his
teachings, and a pioneer of “Yokai(monster) Studies” known also as the “Doctor Yokai.” The more you learn about the “traveling philosopher”
and “giant of wisdom and action,” the more deeply interested in him you become. Let us trace his lifelong journey here.
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HEMTIES 7516 14ERTD 1858 Dr.Enryo Inoue was born in 1858 into the

(ﬂﬂ(f)) fE BEOHE R RN ICH family of the chief prlgst O.f. Jiko Temple in
present-day Nagaoka City, Niigata Prefecture.
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In his childhood, Dr.Enryo Inoue received education
necessary for becoming a Buddhist monk from his
father, Engo Inoue. At the age of 10, he began to
go to a private school run by medical expert
Tadanori Ishiguro to learn the Chinese classics and
math. He entered Niigata First Branch School
(former Nagaoka School for Western Learning) at
16 years of age, and studied the history of
overseas countries and math in English.
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At 29 years of age, under the founding spirit “The Basis Of
All Learning Lies in Philosophy,” Dr.Enryo Inoue founded the
Shiritsu Tetsugakukan, the only private school of philosophy in
Japan at that time. His aim was not to train professional
philosophers, but to allow ordinary people to master the
basics of rational thought through learning philosophy. This
was the origin of Toyo University.
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At 23 years of age, Dr.Enryo Inoue
entered the Department of Philosophy
at the University of Tokyo's Faculty of
Letters. While studying philosophy, he
became confident that “all knowledge is
grounded in philosophy, regardless of
whether it originated in the East or the
West.” At the same time, he reappraised
Buddhism, and named Buddha and
Confucius from the Eastern philosophical
tradition and Socrates and Kant from the
Western philosophical tradition as the
“Four Sages.”

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Dr.Enryo Inoue is also famous as the pioneer of
“demonology” (or Yokai(monster) Studies). He
conducted demonological research to shed
scientific light on ancient and popular
superstitions, supernatural phenomena and the
like still believed in by people around the
country. He aimed to exorcize people’s
common superstitious beliefs in “demons” by
analyzing collected materials and conducting
on-the-spot investigations.

Dr.Enryo Inoue’s final journey

In 1919, Dr.Enryo Inoue embarked on a lecture
tour of China. During the tour, he fell while
delivering a lecture in Dalian, and passed
away at the age of 62 years. His death was
covered by the New York Times, indicating
the extent of his international renown and
reputation at that time.

He thus made
an immense contribution to the education of the
general public in provincial areas.

—Handing Down the Founder’s Aspiration and Enthusiasm—

Toyo University offers the course Dr. Enryo Inoue
and the Founding Sprit as part of its “Philosophy
and Thought” courses to provide education about
the University. In addition, the University also
offers a program called Dr. Enryo Inoue Private
Academy of Philosophy with the aim of fostering
the next generation of leaders.

Toyo University administers recommendation-based
entrance exams assisting “Independence and
Self-Initiative” students, intended for prospective
evening-course students with high motivation to
pursue studies at the University. Successful
examinees are entitled to a reduction of or exemption
from academic fees, and can study while working at
university offices.
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Taking advantage of its accumulation of knowledge,
Toyo University sends faculty members and other
instructors to serve as lecturers at the request of
schools, local governments, companies, and
organizations around Japan. Lecturers sent by the
University have spoken at over 2,000 venues
nationwide during the past 20 years.

Toyo University invites a wide range of people inside and
outside the University to submit written works about
“what to learn from Dr.Enryo Inoue and how to use it,”
to encourage participants to derive inspiration for their
own lives from his aspirations.
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A special website (English unavailable) has been launched to

commemorate the centenary of Dr.Enryo Inoue’s death.
