Tokyo Olympic and Paralympic Games and Toyo University

Remarkable performances of athletes and Toyo University students in the Olympic Games

The Olympic and Paralympic Games Tokyo 2020 are just around the corner. Toyo University has long established close relationships with sports and
the Olympic Games. Here is an interview with Professor Hironori Tanigama (Department of Law, Faculty of Law), who has studied the history of sports
and the relationship between Toyo University and the Olympics. He gives us an overview of the Games as the highest-level sports meet and the
relationship between the Games and Toyo University.

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Professor Tanigama assumed his current position in 2017. As a PhD in sport science,
he specializes in the history of sports and the history of leisure activities in the Edo
period, as well as studying the history of basketball and the history of sports at Toyo
University. He also serves as Head Coach of the Toyo University Women’s Basketball
Club. He has co-authored and edited many books, including Orinpikku Pararinpikku o
Tetsugaku-suru— Orinpian Ikusei no Jissai kara Shakaiteki-kadai made (“Philosophical
Exploration of the Olympic and Paralympic Games — From the Realities of Fostering
Olympians to Social Issues”) (Koyo Shobo).
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History of sports at Toyo University
leading to the present

As a sports meet aimed at human development, international exchange,
and world peace through sports, the Olympic Games has a history of over
120 years. The Paralympic Games, the world’s highest-level sports meet
for athletes with disabilities, has a history of 60 years. Tokyo will host the
Olympic and Paralympic Games for the first time in 56 years.

With regard to the relationship between Toyo University and sports,
an athletics meet was held in 1903 as an event to welcome back Toyo
University founder Enryo Inoue when he returned from an inspection tour
of Europe and the U.S. In addition, many sports clubs that produce
excellent performance today were established in the early Showa era. Toyo
University has also produced many Olympians including Yasuo Ikenaka,
who was very likely to qualify to compete in the marathon in the Tokyo 1940
Olympic Games, which was canceled due to the war, and Zenji Okuzawa,
who was the first Toyo University alumnus to participate in the Olympic
Games, competing in the men’s 3,000 steeplechase in the Tokyo 1964
Olympics. Among the recent Olympians from Toyo University, Atsuji Miyahara
was the first Toyo University alumnus to win a gold medal, participating in
the Los Angeles 1984 Olympics, while Ryota Murata won the gold medal in
the London 2012 Olympics.

Opportunity for students to get involved in
a world-class sports meet and develop themselves

In 2016, Toyo University developed the TOYO SPORTS VISION as the core
of its promotion of sports. The VISION defines its first purpose as “Foster
people who ‘do,’ ‘watch,” and ‘support’ sports.” For the previous Olympic
Games in Tokyo, the Toyo University Sports Club Association organized
about 100 students into teams for PR activities aimed at “fostering people
with ethical mind” in the six prefectures of the Tohoku region, while
students at Toyo University Junior College assisted in serving Olympians
at cafeterias in the Olympic Village.
