Toyo Global Leader (TGL) Program
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To encourage Toyo University students to develop the competencies
required of global workers, the Toyo Global Leader (TGL) Program aims
to enable students to hone their abilities in three areas: the ability to
express themselves English in culturally diverse environments; the ability
to create cultural value; and the ability to solve problems in culturally
diverse environments. The program sets three to seven criteria and
certifies students who satisfy the criteria as Gold, Silver or Bronze Toyo
Global Leaders ranked as either Gold, Silver or Bronze.

English Community Zone (ECZ)
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The ECZ is located on the first floor of Building No. 8 at the Hakusan Campus. Each of the other campuses also has a similar space.

Learning English for Academic Purposes (LEAP)

LEAP is a program dedicated to academic English education as a gateway to study abroad. Since it features regular
courses, you can earn credits from it. LEAP aims to allow students to not only achieve a higher score on English proficiency
tests (TOEFL®), but also enhance their proficiency in reading, writing, listening, and speaking, and acquire skills necessary
to study at an overseas university.
