Diversity Research Group announced the Corporate Rankings 2019 based on the
Women’s Participation Indices. This initiative aims to help companies and
organizations accelerate their efforts to promote women’s participation by grasping
their current conditions and to provide job-hunting students with useful reference
sources for their selection of companies.

This year, 1,215 corporations were analyzed, and the rankings of corporations and
industries were announced. In addition, the top three companies for the three-year
period from 2017 were presented with the merit award.
