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For Re-admission for Spring (April) 2026

Toyo University Graduate Schools Re-Admission Procedures (Status of Residence)
(Information for Non-Japanese Students)

|. Common matters
(1) Status of Residence

For re-admission to Toyo University, you must have a “Student” status of residence or another status that
permits a medium- to long-term stay in Japan as of April 1, 2026. A short-term stay status of residence does
not qualify you for re-admission to Toyo University. For information regarding the revocation of re-admission,
please be sure to confirm the content of "Il (1)" or "lll (2)" below.

(2) “Student” Status of Residence
International students who are re-admitted to Toyo University’s graduate school are eligible to apply for a
"Student" status of residence. Students cannot re-enroll to the university with a "Temporary visitor" status of
residence. Please note that students re-enrolling in the Concentration in SME Consultant Certification, Course
of Business, Accounting and Finance, Graduate School of Business Administration, are not eligible to obtain
a "Student" status of residence.

(3) Eligibility for Aid Programs for International Students
Only international students holding a “Student” status of residence are eligible for the university’s partial tuition
waiver and scholarships designated for international students. Although those with a status of residence other
than “Student” that allows for long-term stay in Japan can be admitted to and enrolled in the university, they will
not be eligible to apply for the university’s partial tuition waiver and scholarships for international students. If
you wish to utilize support programs intended for international students, you must apply for a change in your
status of residence.

(4) Note
The university takes no responsibility for any disadvantage that may arise from absence from classes due to
following the prescribed procedures related to residence status application and reapplication and actions for
residence status cancellation.

Il. For Those who Possess a Valid Status of Residence (Current Residents in Japan)

If you currently hold a 'Student' visa or any other medium- to long-term visa for Japan, you must apply to extend
your period of stay as needed, or change your status of residence if applicable. However, if any of the following
conditions apply, you may be required to temporarily leave Japan and follow the same procedures outlined in lll.
If you do not have a status of residence in Japan. In such cases, the University will not apply for an extension
of your Student status of residence.

1) The applicant obtained student status of residence at the educational institution he/she attended prior to
enrolling at the University, and there is a gap of more than 3 months between the completion (graduation) of the
course of study at the previous educational institution and his/her enrollment at the university.

2) The applicant obtained student status of residence at the educational institution that he/she attended prior to
enrolling at the University, and the University has deemed it inappropriate to apply for permission to extend
his/her period of stay because he/she left (or plans to leave) the previous (or currently enrolled) educational
institution without completing (graduating from) the course of study there, regardless of the timing.

*Please note that, depending on the circumstances, your Certificate of Eligibility (COE) for Status of Residence
may not be issued in time for enrollment on April 1, 2026. However, the University will not be held responsible for
any disadvantages, such as missed classes, resulting from such delays.

*Applicants who possess any short-term residence status are not allowed to enroll at the University. It is mandatory
to acquire the student status of residence before matriculation, so please follow the procedures outlined in IIl. For
Applicants Without a Valid Residence Status below.



(1) Revocation of Re-admission Permission
If you have not obtained a “Student” status of residence or another status of residence that allows for medium-
to long-term stay in Japan as of April 1, 2026 (except when you are applying to extend your period of stay or
change your status of residence), your re-admission to the University will be canceled as of March 31, 2026. In
this case, you may receive a refund for the tuition and fees that you have paid, excluding the admission fee,
provided that you follow the prescribed procedures.
* The period when you apply to extend your period of stay or change your status of residence includes the period
required for residence status reapplication and actions for residence status cancellation.

(2) Expulsion
If you apply to extend your period of stay or change your status of residence as of April 1, 2026, and if it is not
confirmed by May 31, 2026 that your extension or change has been approved, you will be dismissed from the
University as of the date designated by the University. In this case, you may receive a refund for the tuition and
fees that you have paid, excluding the admission fee, provided that you follow the prescribed procedures.
* The period when you apply to extend your period of stay or change your status of residence includes the period
required for residence status reapplication and actions for residence status cancellation.

(3) Renewal of Residence Period and Change of Residence Status
Prior to re-admission, if you need to apply for an extension of period of your stay or change your status of
residence to “Student”, Toyo University can submit an online proxy application on your behalf to the Immigration
Services Agency of Japan. If you'd like Toyo University to apply on your behalf online, please contact Toyo
University Global Service Co., Ltd. (refer to the contact information below).

lII. If you do not have a status of residence in Japan (those who do not live in Japan)

Re-admission to Toyo University requires that you possess a “Student” status of residence or other status of
residence that permits a medium- to a long-term stay in Japan as of April 1, 2026. Even if the procedure takes a
long time, you are required to come to Japan after obtaining a Certificate of Eligibility for Status of Residence
(COE) and a visa, submit your Residence Card to the university, and complete the designated procedures by April
30, 2026.

(1) Proxy application for a Certificate of Eligibility (Only for student status of residence)

1) Upon completing the prescribed re-enroliment procedures, an administrative scrivener designated by the
University can apply for a proxy application for issuance of the Certificate of Eligibility (COE) to the Immigration
Services Agency. After the Immigration Services Agency’s examination, the COE will be issued. You can then
download the COE from the PUGS (Toyo University Status of Residence Application System). Please
promptly apply for your visa at the Japanese diplomatic mission in your home country or country of residence.

2) A Certificate of Academic Fee Payment Ability is necessary for a proxy application. Since obtaining this
certificate may take a long time, please allow ample time for its preparation.

3) When requesting the University to apply for your COE on your behalf, please correctly indicate the number
of past applications and the number of issuances. Furthermore, if a COE is not issued due to a false
information in your submitted documents or input, the University will not accept requests for a subsequent
proxy application.

4) The Immigration Services Agency and a Japanese diplomatic office in your country administer a qualifying
examination for the issuance of a COE and a visa, respectively. The university takes no responsibility even if
a COE or avisa is not issued. If a COE is not issued, the University will not file a subsequent proxy application
for a COE

5) In principle, after arriving in Japan, you cannot change your status of residence from “Short-Term Stay” to
“Student”. Be sure to obtain a visa at the nearest Japanese embassy or consulate in your country before you
come to Japan.

(2) Revocation of Re-Admission Permission
If it cannot be confirmed by April 30, 2026 that you have obtained a Residence Card, your re-admission to the
university will be canceled as of March 31, 2026 regardless of the reason, even if you are reapplying for a status
of residence and have taken an action for residence status cancellation. In this case, you may receive a refund
for the tuition and fees that you have paid, excluding the admission fee, provided that you follow the prescribed
procedures.

(3) Expulsion
If you do not follow the designated procedures by April 30, 2026, despite having obtained a Residence Card,
you will be dismissed from the University as of April 30, 2026. In this case, the admission fee and the tuition and
fees that you have paid (for the Spring semester) will not be refundable.
