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[1] As of August 1, 2021, there are 1,154 *World Heritage Sites in the world. Broadly speaking,
there are three kinds of World Heritage Sites: cultural, natural, and mixed properties. The
number of cultural sites is by far the largest of the three, and especially many of them are
seen in the European Continent. In the long view, from the ancient Greek and Roman cultures
up to now, many kinds of cultures have blossomed there. But we can see various beautiful and
interesting World Heritage Sites all over the world.

[2] Do you know what country has the most sites in the world? Do you think that it is
Japan? Japan is the eleventh place and has 25 sites. Do you think that the number of them is
large or small? Though Japan is a small country, it has more sites than the United States,
Brazil, Australia, and Canada, all of which are much larger than Japan.

Do you feel like
going there? It is very hard for you to get to it from Japan. First, you have to fly to America
or Canada because there is no direct flight to Peru. After arriving at *Jorge Chavez
International Airport in Lima, the capital of Peru, you need to get on another plane. After that,
you have some ways to get on a bus, a taxi, a train and to walk, etc. Then you can finally
reach the end of your journey. It will take you at least over thirty hours in total to arrive
there. It is a very long distance. Machu Picchu, however, has much more beautiful scenery
than you can imagine.

[6] I will introduce another marvelous World Heritage Site to all of you. It is called the “City
of Water” and “Queen of *the Adriatic.” Yes, it is *Venice.

[7] The city has been created on a lagoon. The land surface was so soft that a great number
of logs were buried into the ground in order to build a lot of buildings on them. @It is said

that if Venice were reversed, a vast forest would appear on the sea. There are about 120

islands, more than 150 *canals, and almost 400 bridges in Venice. We could not find a rare city
like this anywhere else.
